
DRAFT OVERVIEW OF THE PROPOSED DOMAIN NAME ALLOCATION PROCESS
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Does that provider bill their customers directly? Does that provider hold the name holder ID and
password for their customers?

Is the provider an authorised registrar
who can connect to the SRS?

Have the customers signed up to an approved
T&C Agreement with that provider?

Is the provider an authorised registrar
who can connect to the SRS?

Domain name goes into
the ‘pool’ (i.e. all those
domain names allocated
to the stabilising registrar
as at 1 March 2003).
Registrant will be
contacted by DNC from 1
March 2003 (at time of
renewal) asking them to
pick a registrar from the
list provided of all
authorised registrars (or
those who want to be on
that list).

Is the domain name allocated to an accredited .nz provider?

• Registrar provides DNC with list of domain
names, name holder ID, date and time new
agreement was signed

• Registrars consent to an audit of registrants
so the DNC can be satisfied all information
is correct.

• If the list checks out, then DNC will instruct
the registry to transfer those names to the
new registrar

• If list doesn’t check out, then names remain
with the stabilising registrar, until they
become part of the ‘pool’.  Note that
sanctions may be taken if registrar
deliberately sent through incorrect
information.

• Registrar provides DNC with a list of
those domain names allocated to
them.  Domainz provides a list of
those they have allocated to that
registrar

• Where the names match on both
lists, the DNC will instruct the registry
to transfer those names to the new
registrar

• Where there is a dispute over the
names, both parties will be asked to
provide evidence as to where the
name should be allocated

• DNC decides whether names can
transfer.  All others remain with
stabilising registrar until they become
part of the ‘pool’.
